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Intervention Referral Form for Remedial Mathematics
Students are required to complete each Online Intervention Assignment with a score of 70% better. (you may keep redoing these assignments until you obtain a score of 70% or better). 

If you passed the departmental midterm exam with a 70% or better, you are exempt from completing the Intervention Assignments, but are strongly encouraged to do these assignments for practice.
 Our research has shown that students who do the Intervention Assignments  have higher passing scores on both the Departmental Final Exam and the CUNY Exam . Thus, it is a good idea for all students to do the intervention assignments, even if they have passed the midterm. These assignments are an excellent way for you to prepare for the departmental final exam and CUNY Math Exam. 
If you are not exempt from the Intervention Requirement and you do each Online Intervention Assignment with a 70% or higher, the intervention average score will replace your failing Midterm/PAAE score, so we strongly recommend that you begin these Intervention Assignments early, and that you aim to complete a few each week.  
Step 1: LOGIN TO THE ONLINE HOMEWORK SYSTEM FOR YOUR COURSE

To complete Intervention Assignments, you will need to have a:

 mathxl.com login for MAT 008 and 012
or

 webassign.net login for MAT 051.  
If you have not yet logged into these systems, you will need to purchase an Access Code that came with your book.  

For detailed instructions about how to login to these systems, visit the Math Lab (S535), or look at a copy of the department syllabus for your course.  Departmental syllabi are available in the math department, or you can go to the BMCC math webpage at:  http://www.bmcc.cuny.edu/math/courses.jsp and click on your course, and then click on “Course Syllabus.”

To login, you will need the course ID or class key from your Instructor.  

Step 2: ONCE IN THE ONLINE SYSTEM, COMPLETE INTEREVENTION ASSIGNMENTS
Once logged in, you should complete all assignments with the word “Intervention” in the title.  

To replace your failing Midterm/PAAE grade, you will need to keep redoing these assignments until you obtain a 70% or higher on EACH of them.  You may redo these assignments as many times as you like.  

Step 3: SHOW YOUR INSTRUCTOR YOUR PROGRESS
To replace your failing Midterm/PAAE grade, you will need to PRINT OUT a sheet of paper from the online system showing that you have completed all the Intervention Assignments with a 70% or higher.  You must show this to your professor ON OR BEFORE the date of the departmental final exam.
